Point and Massachusetts Institute of Technology, Doctor of Philosophy of Columbia 

University, Colonel in the United States Army, head of the Department of Electricity at 

the United States Military Academy where he carries on the same teaching efficiency, the 

same administrative ability that he showed for some years as Professor of Physics at 

Bowdoin; recipient of the Legion of Merit for “exceptional foresight and success in 

instituting a course in atomic physics during the war” and for outstanding leadership in 

educating future officers for wartime service; representative of that extraordinary group 

of teachers trained at Bowdoin who have gone to other institutions of learning and who 

have made no slight contribution to our American academic world; in character, modest, 

honest, straight-forward, of true gold; now devoting his talents and experience to training 

youth for the national service in the arts and crafts both of war and of peace. 
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
