PHILIP GREELY CLIFFORD, of Portland, senior member of the Board of Overseers
serving since 1915, twelve years after he graduated summa cum laude, member of the
committee that notified the present President of his election, and member of the
committee that nominated his able successor, holding fast to the best social traditions of
an age that has gone by, lawyer of ability, trustee of integrity, gifted writer whose
biography of his grandfather, Nathan Clifford, the only man from Maine ever to serve on
the Supreme Court of the United States, is a real contribution to legal history, one who by
lineage, education, and high professional standards represents Maine and Bowdoin at
their best.
