LELAND MATTHEW GOODRICH, of New York, Professor of International Law at
Columbia University, of the Class of 1920, father of a Bowdoin son, for many years able
member of the faculty of Brown University, and from 1942 to 1946 the competent and
popular Director of the World Peace Foundation, consultant and participant in
international conferences, expert with few equals in the knowledge and workings of the
United Nations, scholar who knows how to combine theory and practice.
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
