CHARLES FRANCIS ADAMS, of Boston; Bachelor of Arts cum laude of Harvard,
Bachelor of Laws of Harvard, Doctor of Laws many times; for several years Treasurer of
Harvard and loyally and intimately concerned with the administration of our leading
American university; commended to this College by the sea and of a maritime State, not
merely because he was a capable Secretary of the Navy, but because he is perhaps the
best-known American amateur yachtsman; commended to youth because when
challenged by the midshipmen of Annapolis to a boat race, he beat them all on their own
waters and at their own terms; commended to us all because he gallantly maintains and
extends the influence of a great New England family, but what is far more important,
wins affection and regard and respect on his own; one of the very first citizens of New
England.
