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         J. Taylor Crandall of the Bowdoin Class of 1976 and overseer of the College 

emeritus is managing partner at Oak Hill Capital Partners in California, a firm he joined 

in 1986. He is also chief operating officer of Keystone, Inc., playing key roles in nearly 

all of the major transactions in which Keystone has invested. Prior to joining the firm, he 

was a vice president with First National Bank of Boston. Crandall has an extraordinary 

record of philanthropy and service at Bowdoin and beyond. Among his generous gifts to 

the College are four endowed professorships and an endowed scholarship. He was a 

member of the Board of Overseers from 1991 to 1997. From Maine to Texas and to 

California, he has given often, generously, and anonymously in support of children’s 

health, medical research, the arts, and education. He is the secretary-treasurer of the Anne 

T. and Robert M. Bass Foundation, and he has served as a trustee or board member for 

the Lucile Packard Foundation for Children’s Health; the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation; the 

Park City Foundation; and the U.S. Ski and Snowboard Team Foundation.
