GANO DUNN, of New York City, Bachelor of Science and Doctor of Laws of the
College of the City of New York, Doctor of Science of Columbia, Rutgers, and New
York Universities, Trustee of Barnard College, President of Cooper Union, President of
the Pilgrims, termed the engineer’s engineer who has been called on again and again for
advice in war and in peace by the President of the United States and by officials of many
other countries; winner of countless awards and honors, including the Edison and Hoover
Medals; grandson of Nathaniel Dunn of the Bowdoin Class of 1825; one of the leading
citizens of New York, known not only for his scientific discoveries and his engineering
skill, but for his wide interest in the humanities, his culture and his charm; already a
grandson of the College and today made a son.
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
